The Inyo National Forest intends to fill a TERM 13/13 Meteorological Technician position at the Mammoth Lakes Ranger Station located in Mammoth Lakes, CA. The incumbent will work from approximately December through May. 

MAJOR DUTIES

The incumbent of this position collects field data and interprets field information including current and projected weather and snow pack conditions.  The incumbent then uses this information to produce weather and avalanche forecasts for assigned areas.

The incumbent provides training and guidance on avalanches and avalanche related work to Forest Service employees, other agencies, the public and partners upon request.  Furthermore, the incumbent initiates and responds to opportunities to provide avalanche and mountain weather educational sessions to schools, professional groups, and others.  

Knowledge Required:  Demonstrated advanced skill in alpine skiing, in all weather, at high elevations, in steep backcountry avalanche terrain in order to conduct field observations: must be able to travel in difficult winter terrain while assessing and mitigating avalanche hazards to ensure safe travel. Knowledge of mountain geography and topography and the effects of these factors on snow stability, avalanche conditions, and mountain weather conditions in order to determine the need to issue advisories and warnings for assigned areas.  Knowledge of the principles, practices, equipment, and techniques of mountain meteorology, avalanche dynamics, field snow stability data collection, field snow stability evaluation, and avalanche safety and rescue in order to analyze and interpret avalanche and mountain weather information for the production of public and agency advisories and warnings.

About the Inyo National Forest

The Inyo National Forest is a large, complex forest, encompassing about two million acres in California and Nevada.  It contains several natural features of national and international interest.  There are seven wilderness areas and six research natural areas, as well as the Mono Basin National Forest Scenic Area and the Ancient Bristlecone Pine Forest.  Diverse geologic features, combined with the elevational extremes and attendant wide range of climatic conditions, results in tremendous floristic diversity on the Forest, with vegetation communities ranging from desert scrub, sagebrush scrub, and Pinyon woodland, to Jeffrey pine, Lodgepole pine and alpine habitats.

Job location:  The position is located at Mammoth Lakes, CA at the Mammoth Lakes Ranger Station.
About Mammoth Lakes

Mammoth Lakes is a full service community of approximately 5,000 year-round residents, located on the east side of the Sierra Nevada at an elevation of approximately 7,800 feet.  In summer, temperatures average 75-80 degrees for a high and seldom drop below 40 degrees.  Winter temperatures range from 40 degrees to 10 degrees with mostly sunny skies.  Annual snowfall at Mammoth Mountain Ski area averages 335 inches.

Mammoth Lakes has a full range of schools, including an extension campus of Cerro Coso Community College, a hospital, dentists, stores, churches, and shopping facilities and numerous restaurants.  It is a high-use recreation-oriented area with a full range of winter and summer outdoor recreation opportunities including: backpacking and hiking, fishing, hunting, skiing (both cross-country and downhill), cycling (both road and mountain), rock climbing and horseback riding.

The cost of a three-bedroom house starts at $450,000+.  Condominiums start at $350,000 and rentals range from $1,800-3,000 per month.  Bishop, California, is located approximately 40 miles south and offers a full range of services.  The closest metropolitan areas are Carson City and Reno, Nevada, (approximately 2.5 and 3 hours north) and Ridgecrest and Lancaster, California (approximately 3 and 4 hours south).
